RESOLUTION FOR WORLD ORGANIZATION PLANNING 

COMMITTEE AND CONFERENCES 
WHEREAS the world missions of The Wesleyan Church now includes 

national churches with a total membership of 59,823, and several national 
churches are developing into full maturity which is of major interest to the 
united church; and 

WHEREAS the purpose of both Churches in their world missions work 
and the declared purpose of the united Church is to establish indigenous 
holiness churches wherever possible; and 

WHEREAS the task of world evangelization demands the full commit­
ment and participation of every part of the Church around the world; and 

WHEREAS it is both necessary and urgent to establish a definite frame­
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work for a world organization that will both honor the indigenous prin­
ciple and also properly unite the Wesleyan churches in every land in a true 
commonwealth or fellowship of national churches as such churches attain 
maturity and indigenous status; and 

WHEREAS the 1966 International Conference of the Pilgrim Holiness 
Church authorized and directed the General Board to complete the details 
for a world organization and to present the same to the next International 
Conference; and 

WHEREAS in order to realize the essential purposes of merger for a 
greater effort for world evangelization, there should be an implementation 
of the merger begun here at Anderson on' the various fields and areas around 
the world, seeking to develop a spirit of united purpose and zeal for a united 
and greater effort among all the missionaries and national churches; and 

WHEREAS there is a need to implement the new policy for world 
missions to be adopted by the General Board of Administration throughout 
the work under ilie General Department of World Missions in order to 
provide a more uniform and equitable basis for such matters as General 
Conference representation and participation in a Wesleyan World Fellow­
ship Council; and 

WHEREAS it is both essential and desirable that the national churches, 
through their national leaders, should fully participate in the implementation 
of merger in the various fields and areas and should also participate and 
share in making recommendations for the establishing of a world organ­
ization, recognizing that only through the national leaders is it pOSSible to 
understand the needs and the aspirations of Wesleyan churches in other 
lands; and 

WHEREAS there is a need to recommend to the General Conference 
a "basic constitution" which shall serve as a common bond for all Wesleyan 
churches in forming a world organization or fellowship, and whereas the 
Constitution as adopted in 1966 for The Wesleyan Church is inadequate in 
matters concerning a world organization and the General Conference rep­
resentation for districts and fields under the General Department of World 
Missions and certain amendments may be required; 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that this uniting General Conference 
of The Wesleyan Church shall hereby create a World Organization Planning 
Committee which shall consist of the General Superintendent appointed as 
chairman of the Commission on World Missions, the General Secretary of 
World Missions, not less than seven other members, with due regard for 
lay representation, to be elected by the General Board of Administration at 
its first organizing session or as soon as possible thereafter. The Committee 
shall organize itself, and shall also appoint such other honorary members 
from time to time as it shall desire. The Committee shall be amenable to 
the General Board of Administration and its Executive Council. It shall be 
the duty of the World Organization Planning Committee: 

(1) To submit a recommendation to the next session of the General 
Conference for the world organization of The Wesleyan Church, including 
a "basic constitution" for such an organization, a recommended plan for the 
General Conference representation of districts of world missions origin and 
still under the General Department of World Missions, and any other recom­
mendations as deemed pertinent for the establishing of a world organization 
or fellowship of The Wesleyan Church. Such recommendations shall be 
based on the findings and recommendations of the various area conferences 

f
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and other means as may be decided upon which will afford the national 
church leaders their participation in carrying out this directive. All recom­
mendations of the World Organization Planning Committee shall first be 
submitted to the General Board of Administration for review and approval, 
and as approved by the General Board to the General Conference for adoption. 

(2) To plan and conduct conferences on the area level of each major 
geographical Or linguistic area, as approved by the General Board of Ad­
ministration or its Executive Council, in harmony with the purposes for which 
the Committee is established and as provided for herewith: (a) Each area 
conference shall be composed of missionary and national representatives 
from each of the several missions, districts, fields, and other units in the 
area, with due regard for lay representation, and of such members of the 
World Organization Planning Committee as it shall assign; (b) The primary 
purpose of each area conference shall be for the spiritual refreshing and for 
the uniting of all persons involved to plan together for the promotion of 
evangelization of the fields within that area, the preparing of recommenda­
tions for the world organization including its "basic constitution" and other 
related matters, the relationship of the national church to the parent church, 
and any other pertinent matters affecting the church in that area as the Lord 
may lead; (c) The Committee shall see that each field or district within the 
area shall appoint a study commission or panel that will prepare recom­
mend;ttions or carry out other assignments as guided by the Committee. 

(3) To plan for, if deemed advisable and as approved by the General 
Board of Administration, a world fellowship conference or council as a climax 
to the area conferences, consisting of representatives from each of the area 
conferences and others as may be decided upon, to be held at the time of 
the next General Conference or as otherwise desired. 

(4) To receive recommendations from each of the area conferences and 
to present a recommendation to the General Conference designating those 
paragraphs of The Discipline which are essential to The Wesleyan Church 
in every land and those which require local adaptation in order that a "basic 
constitution" may be adopted for a world organization. 

(5) To make an annual progress report to the General Board of Ad­
ministration at its regular annual session and such other reports as may be 
required; and to communicate the results of such area conferences and other 
matters of interest from time to time to the Church, including the world mis­
sions personnel and fields. 

(6) To carry out all plans and correspondence with the world missions 
personnel or national churches with copies of correspondence filed with the 
General Department of World Missions. 

(7) To make recommendations to the General Board of Administration 
concerning its duties and plans as deemed necessary. The General Board 
of Administration shall have authority to make any necessary adaptations to 
carry out the purposes for which the World Organization Planning Com­
mittee has been formed.

LEGAL RESOLUTION: PENSION PLAN FOR THE WESLEYAN CHURCH 

AND THE INCORPORATION OF THE WESLEYAN PENSION FUND 
WHEREAS, the final International Conference of The Pilgrim Holiness 
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Church and the final General Conference of The Wesleyan Methodist Church 
of America have each duly adopted resolutions, conditioned upon the merger 
of said two churches, providing for 'the early termination and the eventual 
dissolution of the respective pension plans of each church, and 

WHEREAS, the Planning and Polity Committee of this uniting General 
Conference of said two churches has prepared and approved, and has rec­
ommended to this uniting General Conference the adoption of a new pension 
plan for The Wesleyan Church, to be known and incorporated under the 
name of The Wesleyan Pension Fund, Inc" the bylaws of which proposed 
plan are incorporated within and made a part of this resolution by reference, 
and 

WHEREAS, it is to the best interests of The Wesleyan Church that 
said pension plan be adopted, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the uniting General Con­
ference of The Pilgrim Holiness Church and The Wesleyan Methodist Church 
of America, said churches being now united under the name of The Wes­
leyan Church, that said proposed pension plan of The Wesleyan Church, be, 
and the same hereby is, in all things approved, adopted, and established; 

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the General Board of Administration of 
said Wesleyan Church shall forthwith proceed to elect the members of the 
first Board of Pensions as the board of directors of the Wesleyan Pension 
Fund, Inc" contemplated by said plan, all as provided in Article II of the 
bylaws thereof, and shall deSignate three of said first Board of Pensions to 
constitute the incorporators of and to execute the Articles of Incorporation of 
said Wesleyan Pension Fund, which Articles are incorporated within and 
made a part of this resolution by references and shall be approved by the 
General Board of Administration; 

FURTHER RESOLVED, that said incorporators so designated shall 
cause said Articles of Incorporation to be filed with and approved by the 
Secretary of State of Indiana, and shall cause a copy of the same so filed 
and approved to be recorded in the office of the Recorder of Marion County, 
Indiana, and to take all such further steps as may be necessary and proper 
to effectuate the incorporation of said Wesleyan Pension Fund under the 
laws of the State of Indiana; 

FURTHER RESOLVED, that upon the completion of said incorporation, 
said Board of Pensions shall proceed to implement and administer the Wes­
leyan Pension Fund in accordance with the provisions of said pension plan 
so approved; 

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board of Pensions of said Wesleyan 
Pension Fund be directed and empowered to honor and carry out all the 
commitments of the Pilgrim Pension Plan to its members as defined in its 
bylaws, up to and including the closing date for the operation of the Pilgrim 
Pension Plan; and that said Board of Pensions be also directed and em­
powered to honor and carry out all the commitments made by The Wes­
leyan Methodist Church of America to the members of the Wesleyan Retire­
ment Plan up to and including the closing date for its operation; and that 
such commitments be fully protected, honored and carried out; 

FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board of Pensions of said Wesleyan 
Pension Fund shall extend pension benefits under The Wesleyan Pension 
Fund in the united church to all ordained and licensed ministers of the 
Pilgrim Holiness Church, on a non-contributory basis, in such a manner 
that said ministers of the Pilgrim Holiness Church shall receive pension 
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credits in said Wesleyan Pension Fund for service rendered to the Church 
since July 1, 1966, in a manner that shall be equal, and according to the 
same regulations and qualifications, to the pension credits granted to the 
elders and conference preachers of The Wesleyan Methodist Church by the 
Wesleyan Retirement Plan, since July 1, 1966, as defined in the bylaws of 
said Wesleyan Retirement Plan, which bylaws were adopted by the Board 
of Administration of the Wesleyan Methodist Church on September 12-14, 
1966, pursuant to the authorization and direction of the 32nd General Con­
ference of the Wesleyan Methodist Church on June 16, 1966; and further 
resolved that said Board of Pensions of The Wesleyan Pension Fund shall 
be authorized to take all necessary actions to carry out this resolution, and 
with the understanding that "pension credits" and "service credits" are 
identical terms for the purpose of this resolution.

EXHmIT 30 
SUGGESTED CHANGES IN COLLEGE CONTROL 

928. Ultimate authority over the educational institutions of The Wesleyan 
Church rests with the General Conference. This authority shall in general 
be delegated to the General Board of Administration and shall consist in the 
following matters: 

(1) Examination of the proposed charter and of any subsequent proposed 
revision thereto, with power to approve and effectuate the same if it finds 
them conformable to the provisions of The Discipline and the Board's Stan­
dards for Educational Institutions. 

(2) The election of the trustees for each educational institution as set 
forth in 931. 
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(3) The adoption and revision of such Standards for Educational Institu­
tions as the General Board of Administration shall deem to be wise. 

929. Each educational institution of the general church shall be governed 
by a board of trustees elected by the General Board of Administration as 
hereinafter set forth. This board of trustees shall have full legal powers 
to govern, to manage, and to control the institution, subject to its charter 
and bylaws. The charter and bylaws under which the school is incorporated 
with all subsequent amendments, shall be subject to the approval of the 
General Board of Administration. The charter shall make the trustees re­
sponsible for the observance of the Standards for Educational Institutions. 

930. The charter of each institution shall provide that title to the prop­
erty of the institution shall be held by the trustees, in trust for the use and 
benefit of The Wesleyan Church, subject to the requirement that the trustees 
may not at any time sell, lease, exchange, mortgage, pledge, transfer, or 
otherwise dispose of all or substantially all of its assets without the express 
approval of the General Board of Administration. Whenever the sale, 
transfer, encumbrance, or other disposal of real property held in trust by 
such an institution does not include all or substantially all of its assets, the 
authorization by the board of trustees of the institution for such a sale or 
conveyance shall constitute a release and discharge of such property so 
sold or conveyed from the trust clause, and the board of trustees of the in­
stitution shall be enabled to give a good and sufficient deed. Whenever such 
real property is mortgaged or otherwise encumbered, the authorization by 
the board of trustees of the institution shall constitute a formal recognition 
of the priority of such a mortgage lien and the subordination of the trust 
clause thereto. 

931. The charter shall provide for the trusteeship of the institution in the 
following manner:

EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS 
926. The educational institutions of The Wesleyan Church shall be 

governed in harmony with these principles:

seek to produce Christian worKers and committed laymen for the Church of 
Jesus Christ. The Church recognizes that more than one type of educational 
institution will be needed. Some institutions will devote themselves pri­
marily to the preparation of full-time Christian workers for the Church. 
Some colleges, recognizing the God-given mandate to explore and bring 
under dominion the whole range of knowledge for the glory of God and 
the good of mankind (Gen. 1:26-28; 9:1-7; Matt. 6:10; I Cor. 3:21b-23; II 
Cor. 10:5; I Tim. 4:4-5), will offer a Christian liberal arts program. Some 
Christian young people will use such a curriculum as the foundation for 
graduate training to become professional Christian workers; some to prepare 
for other vocations in which they have been called to serve Christ, His 
Church, and His world. 

(2) The Church and all its schools shall work in the closest harmony. 
In its legislative assemblies, the Church defines its faith. In its classrooms, 
the Church studies, expounds, and defends its faith. In the congregation, 
the Church worships its Lord and proclaims its faith. To safeguard the 
doctrinal purity of the Church, it shall be required that all schools maintain 
and promote the doctrinal position of the Church as set forth in its Articles 
of Religion, General Rules, and Elementary Principles. Any person employed 
on the administrative staff or faculty of an educational institution of The 
Wesleyan Church must affirm his adherence to the doctrine of entire sancti­
fication and the other doctrines of The Wesleyan Church as set forth in 
the Articles of Religion. 

(3) In establishing its educational institutions, and in guiding their life 
and work, The Wesleyan Church seeks to provide the highest possible quality 
of Christian education for its own young people and for other young people 
who wish to study under its auspices without regard to race or national 
origin.

THE WESLEYAN CHURCH CORPORATION
 

1. The name of this corporation shall be The Wesleyan Church Cor­
poration. 

2. The purpose or purposes for which it is formed are as follows: 
A. To carry out the purposes of The Wesleyan Church as set 

forth in its Discipline in this State and elsewhere throughout the world. 
B. To promote the religious, benevolent, charitable, and educa­

tional enterprises or institutions of The Wesleyan Church and to receive, 
hold and manage any money, land, or other property, real, personal or mixed, 
purchased by said Corporation, or donated or bequeathed to it for such 
religious, benevolent, charitable or educational objects. 

C. To provide for the regulations of the affairs of said Church 
and the relative rights, duties, privileges, liabilities, and limitations of mem­
bers by restricting voting power to members of the subordinate bodies of 
said Church with respect to the matters delegated to such bodies as are 
created from time to time by the provisions of The Discipline of The Wes­
leyan Church. 

D. To carryon religious and missionary work on a worldwide 
basis; spreading abroad the gospel of Jesus Christ with an emphasis on 
Scriptural holiness; to employ missionaries and to aid infant and weak churches 
to sustain the ministration of the Word; to develop and encourage evange­
listic and missionary work, both at home and abroad. 

E. To organize and establish churches, missions, educational and 
benevolent institutions to carryon and fulfill the purposes of said Corpora­
tion within the State of Indiana or in any other state or nation throughout 
the world. 

F. To acquire, own, hold, use, lease, mortgage, pledge, sell, con­
vey, or otherwise dispose of the property, real, personal or mixed, tangible 
or intangible in the name of the Corporation. 

G. To borrow money and to issue, sell, or pledge its obligations 
and evidences of indebtedness and to mortgage its property and franchises Ito secure the payment thereof. 

H. To acquire, hold, own and vote, sell, assign, transfer, mortgage, 
pledge, or otherwise dispose of the capital stock, bonds, securities or evidences 
of indebtedness of any other corporation, domestic or foreign, insofar as the 
same shall be consistent with the purposes of this Corporation. 

I. To have one or more offices out of this State and to acquire, Ihold, own and use, lease, mortgage, pledge, sell, conveyor otherwise dispose 
of property, real, personal or mixed, tangible or intangible, in or out of 
Indiana. 

J. To pUblish or print such books, periodicals, tracts, papers, mag­
azines and other literary materials as shall be deemed fitting and useful in 
promoting the purposes of The Wesleyan Church and advancing Christian 
intelligence in society at large. 

K. To establish and maintain a revolving loan fund to help finance 
the purchase, building or remodeling of churches, parsonages, and other 
buildings of The Wesleyan Church. 

L. To procure or disburse funds for the use, benefit and support 
of needy superannuated ministers and dependent widows and children of 
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deceased ministers of The Wesleyan Church. 
M. To appoint such officers and agents as the affairs of the Cor­

poration may require and to define their duties and fix their compensation. 
N. To act through its Board of Directors in making bylaws for the 

governing and regulation of its affairs not inconsistent with the laws of the 
State and The Discipline of The Wesleyan Church as from time to time 
legislated and declared by the General Conference. 

O. To do all acts and things necessary, convenient or expedient 
to carry out the purposes for which said Corporation is formed. 

P. To have the power and capacity to act possessed by natural 
persons in the performance of such acts as are necessary, convenient, and 
proper to accomplish the purposes for which said Corporation is formed and 
such as are not repugnant to law or The Discipline of said The Wesleyan 
Church, and to carry out and fulfill said purposes of said Corporation but 
subject to any limitations or restrictions imposed by law or these Articles of 
Incorporation or any amendments thereof, or The Discipline of The Wes­
leyan Church, and power to do all things necessary or incident to said pur­
poses. 

Q. To refrain from exercising any power set forth herein which 
is not in itself in furtherance of its express purposes except as an insub­
stantial part of its activities. 

R. To continue as a Corporation perpetually. 
S. To sue and be sued in its Corporate name. 
T. To have a Corporate seal and to alter the same at pleasure. 
U. Upon the voluntary dissolution of the Corporation as provided 

by the laws of the State of Indiana, any moneys or properties remaining after 
all amounts required to be paid by the applicable statute of the State of 
Indiana have been yaid, shall escheat to the State of Indiana, and shall be 
paid into the genera treasury of the State of Indiana, by the payment thereof 
to the Treasurer of State, who shall issue his receipt to the Corporation, all 
as provided by Acts of 1935, State of Indiana, Chapter 157: 1947, Chapter 79: 
1951, Chapter 130.

ARTICLES OF IMMANUEL WESLEYAN FEDERATION 

I NAME 
A. The name of this organization shall be THE IMMANUEL WES­

LEYAN FEDERATION.
 
II OBJECfIVES
 

A. Purpose-A cooperative effort for promoting: 
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1.	 Evangelization of the unsaved 
2. Organization of indigenous churches in Japan 
3. Revival in established churches 
4. Spreading of Scriptural holiness 
5. Training of Christian workers 
6. Publication of Christian literature 
7. Fellowship among the member organizations of the Federation 
8.	 joint missionary effort in foreign countries 
9. Any other activities mutually agreeable 

B.	 Member organizations of this Federation are at liberty to carry on 
other activities independent of the Federation at their discretion. 

C. Scope of administrative activities 
1.	 This Federation shall in no wise become a legislative body for 

member organizations, nor shall it possess administrative authority 
over member organizations. 

2.	 The Federation may exercise administrative authority over com­
mittees elected as set forth in these Articles of Federation to 
promote the activities stated in Section II, Paragraph A above. 

3. This Federation has no authority to engage in any activities con­
trary to the doctrines and policies of any member organization. 

III MEMBERSHIP 
A.	 Federating Organizations 

1.	 The Immanuel General Mission and the American Wesleyan Mis­
sion shall be the charter members of this Federation. Other organ­
izations or individuals may be accepted on application, provided 
they subscribe to the doctrinal statement and to the Articles of 
Federation and are approved by two-thirds vote of the Board of 
Administration of the Immanuel Wesleyan Federation. 

B.	 Termination of membership 
1.	 A member desiring to withdraw may do so after giving six months' 

notice to the Board of Administration. 
IV ORGANIZATION 

A.	 Board of Administration 
1.	 The Board of Administration shall consist of not more than twelve 

members, to be elected by their respective organizations. 
2. A majority is required for a quorum. 
3. When voting	 an equal number of Japanese and missionaries must 

be maintained. 
4. A	 majority is required except on Constitutional Amendments. 

(See Amendment A. ) 
5. Officers 

a.	 The Board shall elect from its membership annually a Chairman, 
two Treasurers-one Japanese and one missionary and two Sec­
retaries-one Japanese and one missionary, whose duties shall 
be those usually associated with these offices. 

6. Duties 
a.	 The Board shall convene at least semi-annually at a time and 

place to be specified by the Chairman and announced by the 
Secretaries. 

b.	 The Board shall elect as needed from the members of the 
federating bodies, committees provided for under Article IV, 
Section B. 
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c.	 The Board of Administration shall not authorize the imple­
mentation of any approved project or activity until one-half of 
the necessary funds are in hand. 

B.	 Committees and their Duties 
1.	 The Committee on Evangelism shall be responsible for meetings in 

churches and new fields and holiness conventions. 
2.	 The Committee on Education shall act in an advisory capacity for 

the Bible College and the holding of pastors' institutes. 
3. There shall be a Committee on Finance, composed of the Chairman, 

the two Secretaries and the two Treasurers of the Federation. This 
Committee shall prepare an estimate of the anticipated needs for 
the work of the Committees elected to promote the objectives of 
the Federation. The Treasurers of the Federation shall receive 
all funds raised by these Committees for their work, and shall credit 
such funds to the accounts of the respective Committees. The 
Treasurers shall disburse funds only by order of the Board of 
Administration. 

4.	 The Mass Communication Committee shall provide for the min­
istry in this field as funds are available. 

5. All plans for projects and activities of these Committees	 must be 
presented to the Board of Administration and approved before ac­
tion is taken. 

V	 DOCTRINAL STATEMENT 
A.	 We believe the Bible, both Old and New Testaments, to be the re­

vealed Word of God. The Holy Scriptures contain all things neces­
sary to salvation; so that whatsoever is not read therein, nor may be 
proved thereby, is not to be required of any man, that it should be 
believed as an article of faith, or be thought requisite or necessary to 
salvation. 

B.	 We believe in but one living and true God, everlasting, without body 
or parts, of infinite power, wisdom and goodness, the maker and 
preserver of all things, visible and invisible. And in unity of this 
Godhead there are three persons, of one substance, power and 
eternity-the Father, the Son and the Holy Ghost. 

e.	 This God, revealed in Jesus Christ, testified in the Bible, justifies­
giVing the remission of sins, sanctifies and gives eternal life to those 
who believe, by the redemption of the Son who, for the sins of the 
world, unto the salvation thereof, became man, died and rose from 
the dead. 

D. We believe	 men are justified before they are sanctified. God by the 
baptism of the Holy Spirit, as His second work of grace, through 
faith cleanses the believer entirely from the sin still remaining in the 
justified. 

E.	 The Church and Sacraments 
1.	 The Church (visible) of Christ is the assembly of believers where 

the true Word of God is preached and the Sacraments justly 
(rightly) administered in accordance with the sanction (order) 
of Christ. 

2.	 The Church being the Body of Christ, waits for the coming again 
of Christ. 

3. There	 are two Sacraments ordained of Christ our Lord in the 
Gospel; that is to say, Baptism and the Supper of the Lord. 

F. We believe Christ's pre-millenial Coming for the Church of the 
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elect, when in a moment-in the twinkling of an eye, they will be 
taken up in the air, glorified and meet the Lord to be with Him 
forever. 

G. Our Faith	 is grounded on the Holy Scriptures in accord with the 
Apostles' Creed and other Confessions of Faith as accepted by the 
historic orthodox Christian Churches, and yet we believe in the 
supernatural power of the Lord Jesus Christ to heal the body. 

VI AMENDMENTS 
A.	 These Articles of Federation may be amended and those amend­

ments become effective upon the recommendation of two-thirds of 
the Board of Administration of the Immanuel Wesleyan Federation 
and approval by the governing boards of the member organizations.

This makes the paragraph read: RESOLVED: That there be such a commit­
tee and that the General Secretary-Treasurer, General Editor, General Pub­
lisher, Rev. Lee Haines, Rev. Paul W. Thomas, and Rev. Garl Beaver be 
members of this committee. 

2. That the General Conference request the General Board of Ad­
ministration to establish the post of Church Historian and be empowered 
to employ the historian. 

3. That the minutes of the Thirteenth Sitting be referred to the Gen­
eral Board of Administration for approval. 

In this final meeting of the Daily Journal Committee the minutes of the 
Twelfth Sitting were read. A motion was made and supported to approve 
the minutes as corrected. It carried.
