School closed February 8th, 9th, and
10th due to the Russian Flu. The Flu
strain, A/USSR/90/77, hit the Cadet
Wing on the first of February. By Friday,
February 3, 875 cadets reported sick.
Monday 1,010 cadets were ill, while
another 1000 reported sick Tuesday.
School closed Wednesday.

The illness was characterized by an

abrupt onset of fever, chills, headache,
and diarrhea. This diarrhea and resultant
dehydration was primarily responsible
for the hospitalization of six cadets (who
suffered no serious complications). The
mean duration of the illness was five days,

however several cadets were affected for
over ten days.

One widely accepted theory of the
origin of the virus accuses the varsity
wrestling team of bringing the Russian flu
back from the University of Wyoming at

Laramie (one of the first locations in the
nation to experience the Flu strain). With
the close confines of classes and
squadron areas, the virus reached
epidemic proportions quickly.

On an incidental note, the three days
of school that were cancelled were made
up on later Saturdays during the
semester.

Once again ihe Falcons opened tfie
season with an optimistic outUx>k, that. |usi
like Ihe last four seasons, turned to

disappoinlinent as the Falcons won two

ganies. kwt eight, and tied one. Air Force

opened up against the 1976 WAC Champion
Wyoming With a bus convoy that stretched

halfway across the state, the Cadet Wing
Fieaded up to Laramie to see the season

opener. TFie fans witnessed what has been

termed "the first annual Futility Bowl when
Air Force and Wyoming combined for a total
of 10 turnovers and four missed fieldgoals.
The final outcome of the game � a 0-0 tie.

The next opponent for the Falcons was

Cal-Berkeley. The Golden Bears jumped out

to a 21-0 halftime lead. In thie second half

however, the Falcons scored a quick 14

points and were back in the game. The
Falcons were with striking range again, but

on a controversial call, the Falcons lost the

ball to the Golden Bears on a fumble.

Cal-Berkeley added a field goal to make the

final score 34-14.
The University of Pacific came to

Falcon Stadium for Air Force's first home

game. The Falcons won their first game of
the season with a 15-13 margin and a gallant
defensive effort that stopped U. of Pacific's
final last ditch drive.

The folk^wing week the Falcons lell

their mile-and-onehalf high stadium only lo

enter one of the formitable swealhouses of

tFie south � Grant Field. Here the Yellow
Jackets of Georgia Tech used their wishbone
offense to perfection as they rolled over Air

Force 33-3.
The Falcons stayed on the road again.

their fourth away game in five outings, and
traveled to Annapolis. Maryland to meet

tFieir service rival. Navy. Here the Falcons

put up their finest effort to date by scoring
first and holding onto a 7-7 tie with Navy.
However, with 41 seconds to go Navy kicked
a 25 yard fleldgoal that lifted the Middies

over Air Force 10-7.
The ASU Sundevils showed up in Falcon

Stadium only to spoil USAFA's homecoming
37-14. Once again the offense failed to

generate any yards and the defense, which

(Hit up a fine shiow as they had all year, just
couldn't stop the Sundevils.

In Waco. Texas. Dave Ziebart had his

finest day ol the season when he threw for

311 yards and a touchdown pass lo Paul
Williams. However, Baylor's offense

generated 476 yards, 335 of them on the

ground, and 38 points. Air Force again came

hiome a loser, 38-7.

The 13,000 American troops who still had a tenuous hold on

Corregidor were badly in need of medical supplies.
For months, a nerveless band of winged warriors called "Tlie Bamboo

Fleet" had provided shuttle service between Bataan, Corregidor and
Mindanao. Capt. Bill Bradford, the most seasoned pilot of the lot, had logged
more than 5,000 hours over the islands.

Now, one by one, the Philippine Islands had fallen to the Japanese. No
one knew better than Bradford how improbable it had beeome to land anything
on Corregidor's minuscule, .shell-poeked airstrip. But somebody had to do it.

The pilots gathered to determine who would fly unarmed over enemy
territory in the onc bucket-of-bolts they had left, an arthritic 10-year-old
Bellanca. A deck of cards would decide who would make the trip. Low man

would go. Bradford shuffled, cut and drew the lowest card.
Capt. William Monay watched the proceedings with interest. "I saw

you stack the deck," he whispered to Bradford.
Bradford vociferously denied it. "But the others wouldn't have a chance

ofgetting into Corregidor," he said. "I know where to make that last dogleg turn
and find it in the dark."

On a wing and a prayer, Bradford reached Corregidor, shaken but
intact. As the medical supplies were being unloaded from his battered old

plane. Gen. Jonathan Wainwright gratefully shook the courageous captain's
hand. "Brad," he said, "I thought you'd get through!"
