Fees: $140 for the season - Covers the cost of the ref fees, jersey, team photo & all 
other league costs (50% discount for coaches) 

Registration closes December 31st OR when the division reaches 60 players 

Draft Information 

Our teams are divided via a drafting process. Players will come on their designated night 

and time and run some basic skills then will be chosen by coaches in a separate drafting 

process. There are no cuts. If your child can’t make it to the draft they will be placed on 

a team by the SAL staff. A coach cannot request them.   

 

Requests will only be taken for Division 1 (3rd & 4th Grade) teams and only when 

done according to the process on the registration form.   

 

Please make sure and mark your child’s skill level on the registration form to the best of 

your knowledge. We’ll use this to supplement our draft information to divide the teams 

as evenly as possible.
