13,270-square-foot childcare center
facing Howard and McKenize streets is
now 50% complete. When it opens, the
new facility will have nine new
classrooms, a sensory-awdadre areq,
kitchen, indoor gymnasium, and outdoor
play areas that can accommodate 112
children 6 weeks and older.

This expanded center will allow us to
transform more lives and provide
greater hope for working families by
offering affordable childcare with
opportunities for educational, social, and
year-round recreational programming.

The expanded childcare program is
expected to open in early 2026.

Zach, a 2016 MVNU grad, has years of
experience managing childcare
programs; he currently serves as
Learning Zone director, The Salvation
Army’s after school program.
