• Daytime leagues qualify for championship play

Why does NorCal keep rosters closed until new ratings are published? 
You the captain, or your facility’s tennis manager, may register your team as early as November 16, but 
you will not be able to roster any players until Year-end ratings are published.  We do this to assure that 
players register for the correct level team based on their new 2016 Year End Ratings.  USTA National 
controls the date that new ratings are calculated; USTA NorCal plans to post year-end ratings as soon as 
they are available, during the first week in December. 
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Team registration will be open for over 3 weeks.  You will still have time to register your team if you 
prefer to wait until after ratings have been published.  If you need to withdraw a team after it has been 
registered, be sure to notify the Leagues Department by December 7 to avoid any penalties.

-Friday 6 pm – 8 pm 
-Saturday 8 am – 7 pm 
-Sunday 8 am – 7 pm
