Bible Passage:​ Mark 5:21-43 
 
Discussion Questions:  

1. What did Jairus, the synagogue leader, request Jesus to do? How did 
Jesus respond? v21-24. 

2. Jairus’ story is interrupted by a lady with a blood disease. Why was 
the lady seeking Jesus? What happened to her? v27-29. 

3. Discuss Jesus’ response the lady touching Him. According to Jesus, 
why was the lady healed? v30-34.  

4. Jesus allowed the lady to delay his trip to heal Jairus’ daughter. How 
would you feel if your were Jairus? How do you respond to life’s 
interruptions?  

5. Upon hearing that his daughter was dead, what did Jesus tell Jairus 
to do? v36. 

6. “Don’t be afraid. Only believe.” Why are these words of Jesus so 
difficult to apply during life’s challenging moments?  

7. How did the eye witnesses respond to Jesus raising the girl from the 
dead? Does Jesus still amaze us? 

8. Share one application from this story that you can apply to your life.
