World premiere performances September 2628, 2014, Friday, 7:30 and
9:30 pm; Saturday, 8 pm; Sunday 7 pm, in the Burnet Gallery.

Scaffold Room, the new project by Ralph Lemon commissioned by the Walker Art Center, will premiere September 16-28, 2014. Equal parts theater work and gallery installation, Scaffold Room
is perhaps Ralph Lemon’s boldest experiment yet with the boundaries of form and presentation. Merging performance, visual art, music, and text, this “lecture-performance-musical” refracts
ideas of contemporary performance through archetypal black female personae in American culture. The two-story environment/theater for Scaffold Room in the Walker's Burnet gallery comes
alive with performances by Okwui Okpokwasili and April Matthis inspired by iconic figures drawn from history and pop culture such as Moms Mabley, Amy Winehouse, and Kathy Acker. These
live fragments of pop and contemporary art culture exist alongside images of a rural Mississippi Delta community embodied on video by 86-year-old Edna Carter and her extended family,
continuing a decade-long partnership between the family and Ralph Lemon on a range of artistic projects. The electronic/turntable—based sound score is composed by Marina Rosenfeld.

The public is invited to Scaffold Room during installation and rehearsals September 16-24, followed by the opening on September 25—a Target Free Thursday Night. Scaffold Room will
continue in different formats Friday, September 26 through Sunday, September 28. These will include ticketed evening performances and projects in the gallery space throughout each day.

Tragic, comic, and unexpected, the elegiac and musical work probes the lives, desires, and dreams of three denizens of a dive bar—a fighter past his prime, his manager, and a bartender. The
Evening unfolds with monologue, fiction, and live music as the story itself transforms into a living, breathing, autonomous thing.

Although rich with sublimated humor and magnified nuance, Maxwell’s theater works are noted for their non-emotive acting style coupled with an extreme form of neutrality in direction. Circular
conversations, fractured silences, and dead-pan absurdity permeate his works, yet one never suspects lurking parody or satire. Instead, the result is a sophisticated, surprisingly moving
rendering of the human condition laid bare.

One of dance/performance’s most astonishing experimental voices, Faye Driscoll wraps up her Walker-supported trilogy—Thank You For
Coming—uwith a moving requiem on art, the body, loss, and human connectivity. Space builds on and diverges from Driscoll’s earlier works, beloved by audiences across the country, with “an
exhilaratingly personal culmination of the series” (Artforum). The intimate new performance piece, presented within an immersive installation on the McGuire stage, is informed by art-historical
imagery and emerges as a collaborative creation between the artist, her astute design collaborators, and the audience.

In conjunction with the performance, Driscoll extended the conceptual underpinnings of her trilogy to the Walker's Gallery 7. Faye Driscoll: Come On In (February 27—June 14, 2020%), the artist’s
first gallery installation, presents an environment that invites and challenges us to become active makers and participants.

For him, the experience brought new resonance
to artist Matthew Barney’s epic five-film Cremaster cycle (1994—2002), which considers the embryonic stages of sexual differentiation—another biologically determined process that shapes our
lives.
