Writing Rules:

Writing entries must be about water: Lake Champlain, brooks, ponds, other US or world lakes, or other
water resources of your choosing.

e Entries must be 300 words or less.
e A competition entry form must be completed.

Art Entry Rules:

e Art entries must be about water.
e If your art entry is larger than 11x17 please contact us so we can determine display
requirements.
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e If you wish to have your original art returned to you, you have two options: pick up the
artwork at the event on March 22 or provide a self- addressed stamped envelope.
e A competition entry form must be completed.

Photography Entry Rules:

e Photography entries must be about water.

e All entries must be original.

e Use the highest setting on your camera. For the image to be clear, photos must be
at least 3 megapixels, but preferably 6 megapixels or higher.

e ONLY JPEG images will be accepted

o Photographs may be emailed to Icbp@Icbp.org. The LCBP will plan to print photos in
8X10 format for exhibit purposes.

e A competition entry form must be completed.

Videography Rules:

e All entries must be about water.

e All parts of each video entry must be your original video including any music you
wish to include.

e  Entries must be 15-120 seconds in length.

e All entries must be uploaded to YouTube and a competition entry form must be
completed. Your entry form must provide a link to the YouTube URL.
