No matter what format you choose, you will have to demonstrate:

- A brief history of St. Albans Bay: How have people enjoyed and used the Bay overtime
and how do people, like, you enjoy it now?

- A summary of what the water quality is like right now.
- Your understanding of the term watershed
- A brief summary of how the water cycle works

- At least two ways two specific substances impacts the water quality - things such as
pavement would work here.

- At least one history of an invasive species and its impact.

- You must also refer to the idea of being a “citizen of a community” by highlighting one
person who is doing just that.
