With the opening of its third store in Greenville on July 231 and first store in Garner on July 24", Wawa will have
twelve stores in North Carolina and projects to open up to five additional stores by year end, including its first Travel
Center in Hope Mills. Over the next 8-10 years, Wawa plans to build and open 6-8 stores per year reaching a total of
90 stores in North Carolina. To build each store, Wawa will invest more than $7.5 million per store and employ, on
average, 140 contractors and local partners to build the store. Once open, each store will employ an average of 35
