And they’re designed by our boys, Willy and 

Marty, who spend each day ensuring each image has more detail than you’d ever expect. We like to call 

them “Art on Cotton.” Even better, they’re built to last.   We start with 100% ringspun cotton to give it 

DURABILITY and SOFTNESS. The fabric is dyed / rolled, then washed and re-rolled for stability and SHRINK 

CONTROL. The result is a Tee that is noticeably softer, holds its color and he never wants to take it off.
