This week’s update from the PSV Discernment and Design 
Administrative Commission by Reverend Mary Jane Hitt, Co-Chair... 
 
As directed by the Presbytery, the Discernment and Design Administrative 
Commission has taken a big step, hiring a consultant to work with the 
Commission. After interviewing two highly recommended firms, we hired "Holy 
Cow! Consultants", a local firm from Westerville that works with churches and 
presbyteries across the United States. The first step in the process involves a 
“Landscape” assessment of the presbytery. This assessment, scheduled to begin 
after Labor Day, is designed to determine areas of health as well as those that 
need attention. Details regarding this step will be forthcoming. As always, 
please continue to keep us in your prayers. Our next meeting is scheduled for

October 17-21 in Hampden, WV, and October 24-28 in Colcord, WV. 
These mission work weeks, sponsored by our PSV Commission for Nurture and 
Outreach, will be hands-on basic construction work in poverty relief areas in 
Appalachia. The sites are two projects of the West Virginia Ministry Advocacy 
and Work Camps, Inc. (WVMAW).

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Presbytery of Scioto Valley Treasurer's Report, July 2022 
Bob Patterson, PSV Treasurer, and Jim Hines, CPO Chairperson  
As of the end of June in the halfway point of the year, the Presbytery 
has received 43% of the budgeted income. Per capita income is just above 50% 
of the budgeted income. Income from the commissions and basic mission is 
lower. The Presbytery has incurred 35% of the budgeted expenses. Commission 
and Coordinating Team (CT) expenses are particularly low. This year the 
presbytery is currently running a surplus of $28,931 against a budgeted deficit 
for the year of $67,374. 

 

Commission for Congregational Life (CCL). Purpose: To promote and nurture 
healthy, faith-filled relationships within and among congregations and the presbytery through 
facilitation, communication, and coordination. 

 

The Presbytery of Scioto Valley includes 86 churches with a 
membership of 12,996 (updated March 9, 2022). Surrounding 
the metropolitan center of Columbus, Ohio, the Presbytery 
extends northward to Marion, east to Newark, west to London 
and southward to the Ohio River. The southern portion of the 
presbytery is distinguished by an Appalachian culture, where 
there are many small towns and much rugged open country. 
Scioto Valley Presbytery is represented in 21 Counties: Athens, 

Delaware, Fairfield, Fayette, Franklin, Gallia, Hocking, Jackson, Knox, Lawrence, Licking, Madison, 
Marion, Meigs, Morrow, Pickaway, Pike, Ross, Scioto, Union, and Vinton.
