Death comes to a l l  men and ends each man's contribu­
tion to hi  world .  Death i l i t t le under tood but general ly 
accepted as the end of man's earthly existence. When a man 
dies at the end of a ful l  l i fe, his death i accepted a an in­
evitable occurence in the natural cour e of events .  B ut 
death become tragic when it ends the exi tence of tho e 
who e l ive have not been developed completely, who e 
goals have not been reached, and whose contribut ions have 
not been ful ly realized . Such were the deaths of two of our 
national leaders, Dr. Mart in  Luther King and Senator 
Robert Kennedy, whose losses, felt not only nationa l ly ,  
but universal ly ,  wi l l  never be requited .
