T'his new educational movement was organized in Michigan in the fall of 1934,
ind has been so firmly established in manv places that it 15 to be continued as a
permanent part of the school svstem. In Marshall the school was organized with a
aroup of forty-five students who entered into their first vear of college work with an
abundance of enthusiasm and a willingness to cooperate.  T'he work is done under the
supervision of Western State Teachers College, and the credits may be transferred to
nearly any college in Michigan as Western State Credits.  The subjects otfered in
Marshall have been algebra, American history, analytic geometry, biology, geography,
music appreciation, psychology, rhetorie, Spanish, and trigonometry. The instructors
for the first vear were Creighton Coleman, Henrv Harvey, Ellen Lardner, Bernard
Wetherell, and Helen Purcell.

T’he outside activities include football, basketball, baseball, tennis, the publication
»f the college paper Neophvte, class activities, athletic association, dances, Astronomy
Club, Spanish Club, chorus work, assembhes, and other minor activities.

T'he expenses ot student activities have been taken care ot by student organizations.
The prohts of the Neophyte have enabled this page to be devoted to the Freshman
College.  The athletic association has sponsored dances and financed all ot the sports
program.

The vear has now drawn to a close. The students are readv to go on to higher
ind more far-reaching achievements.

ssociate editor, and Wilmont Bossard was business manager. Eugene Purcell and
Jack Schnaitman were sports editors, David Sherman was feature editor, Margaret
Murrav. Catherine Storr, Robert Brownlee, Rosemary levden and Martha Reincke
were literarv editars, with Muartan Walbeck as tyvpist.

Wilmont Bossard and Margaret Murray headed the staff as editor-in-chiet and
wsociate editor, respectively, for the publication of the school paper. T'he other
ositions were changed at intervals, to give each person an opportunity to do several
kinds of writing.

Early in the tall the twelve “journalists” motored to County Park to enjov a
steak roast under a starlit skv.  But as fate would have it, rain came down in torrents
ust as the steaks were getting nice and sizzlv.  So the heart-broken journalists beat
1 hasty retreat to their cars, and the rest ot the feast was partaken of in lLevden's
sitchen, where the bovs dried their shoes and the girls remembered all the things
thev had torgotten to bring home.

Marshall High School completed its first undefeated, united tootball season under
the directorship of Coach Carr and his assistant Gerald Davis, and by accomphishing
such a teat the Redskins were crowned CHANMPIONS ot the Twin Vallev League.

T'he season opened September 21 at Parma, where the Carrmen had an easy time
deteating the smaller school 38-0.  On September 29 Adrian journeved to Marshall
and were downed 38-7. The feature ot this pame was (. Purcell’s accurate passing.
The day of October 15, Coldwater paid us a visit and went down in defeat to the
tune of 13-2.  Marshall showed a stonewall defense throughout the game and held
Coldwater practically helpless.

Marshall then plaved Sturgis October 19 on the latter's field when they deteated
them 14-7. "T'he Marshall bovs really showed that thev were a fighting team.  Irail-
ing the Sturgeons until the fourth quarter thev really opened up.  E. Purcell and 1.
Hazel started ripping off long gauns and through . Purcell’s accurate passing Marshall
managed to eke out a victory.  Marshall’s next victim was Hillsdale on October 27,
Marshall defeated them 13-7, the game was rather slow due to a wet field.

On November 12 Marshall journeved to Albion to plav in the annual Armistice
Day clash, This was an important game because Marshall had lost no games up
until this time, and Albion had only lost one, that to Adrian.  The game turned out
to be one of the most exciting games ever plaved between Nlarshall and Albion.  When
the final gun sounded Marshall was the victor with the score 15 to 12,

After enjoving a successful football season Coach Carr turned duties toward mak
ing an equally sugcesstul basketball squad. T'he Redskins did well by winning eight
out of their fifteen games.

Marshall won their first three conference games. They journeved to Adrian and
were set down to their first deteat ot the season. Marshall lost their next game t
Coldwater.  They then journcved to Albion and plaved what we thought was the
most exciting game of the schedule.  The score was 16 all at the end of the regular
plaving time.  They lost out in the overtime swhen Albion scored five points and
Marshall was unable to tally.  Marshall fell in a slump and only won one of the
remaining four conference games.

T'he Redskins entered the Regional tournaments at Albion as the underdogs, bur
it turned out to evervone's surprise that Marshall was the Regional Champ by defeat-
ing Coldwater, East Lansing, and Hillsdale. Coldwater, who was the Twin Valley
Champion, was favored to win, but they were greatly outplaved due to the fact that
Marshall plays better in a large gym.

Marghall, by winning the Regsonal, entered the State T'ournament.  T'hey wor
their firgt game from Adrian only to lose out in the semi-tnals to Grand Haven.

Nineteen thirtv-hve marked the second vear ot baseball at Nlarshall High since
its resumption under Coach Davis.  Also in line with the growing interest in base-
nall was the inauguration of a four team conterence in the T'win Vallev eircuit with
1 trophy to be presented to the swwinming team.  Marshall had scheduled non-conterence
games with Vicksburg and Tekonsha besides the regulation fravs with Sturgis, Cold-
vater, and Millsdale.

In the first game Marghall bowed to Coldwater by a score of 12-6 although out-
ntting the Coldwater aggregation 13 blows to 7. “TI'he second game, with Vicksburg,
vas strictly a pitcher’s battle, with Marshall coming out on the short end of a 4-2 score.
Rapid defeats followed at the hands of Sturgis, Hillsdale (twice), finally breaking
nto the win column taking the measure ot Coldwater 6-5.  Sturgis again whipped

Marshall, however, 7-0.
