Are the Keys to a More Prosperous Future 

Ninety -seven boys have indicated that they 
are interested in far ming as a futu re vocation 
by en rolling in Vocational Ag riculture at Ma r­
shall High. Vocational Ag riculture is p resented 
as a four year course with su bject matte r being 
deter mined by the far ming p rog ram of the 
boys enrolled. This yea r the boys co mpleted 
158 p roductive projects with a total net p rofit 
of $26,000. The boys are really "Ea rning while 
lea rning." 

The Vocational Ag ricultu re prog ram also 
includes a young far me r class o f  twenty out of 
school me mbers who hold thi rty -six class 
meetings during the yea r. 



The end result of Driver Training class is 
the knowledge and legal per mission to operate 
an automobile. Here students learn the tech ­
nical and practica1 aspects of how to drive and 
how not to drive. Most of the course is spent 
in actual driving where the student can get 
the "feel" of driving a car as well as the basic 
facts that must be mastered in connection 
with save driving This course covers countless 
aspects of driving of which the average driver 
is not conscious. 

Driver Training and Aeronautics Teach Us the 

Fundamentals of Two Main Methods of Travel 

The CAP- High School co-ordinated Aero­
nautics class is a new course added this year 
at M. H.S. This course is one full science credit 
toward graduation. So me of the phases of 
aviation studied are: theory of flight, air­
planes, airplane engines, meteorology, naviga­
tion, air traffic control, and vocational oppor­
tunities in aviation. 

The USAF, through the CAP has made avail­
able part-time, a L 16 Liason Air Force plane 
to be used for fa miliarization flights for stu­
dents who desire to fly. All me mbers of this 
year's class not only enrolled in the course, but 
beca me me mbers of the 635-4 squadron of the 
Civil Air Patrol. 



Senio rs in Basic Living class delve into the 
more involved facts of why we behave as we 
do. They learn the parts of the human body 
and the f undamentals of how to care for in-

juries to the body. They also study the basic 
facts of how to get along with other people.
