Redskin Students Dive into the Computers and Put Their Smarts to the Test.

The Knowledge Master Open
is a program which tests the
skills and intelligence of
students. Not only do they
compete statewide, but they
also compete nationwide.

A team of 14 Marshall High
students scored 1,176 of 2,000
possible points. This score
placed the team 16th in the state
out of 26 teams, and 573 out of
1,026 teams nationwide.

On December 6th, in the 35th
Knowledge Master Open,
thousands of students in
middle school, junior high, and
high school, even from other
countries , faced their comput-
ers and answered 200 tough
questions to vie for top scores
based on the accuracy and
speed of their answers.

Results of the contest are
tabulated into overall, state, and
enrollment-size ranking.
